Uncontrolled debt
There are currently 4 tenants with uncontrolled debt.

Tenant 1 - Arrears £2,842.83 (no movement since previous report)

Request for judgment of an instalment order granted by court, payments of £100.00 per month
to be received from 14t September 2020. Finance officer has communicated payments are to
be received no later than the 23" of each month, tenant has defaulted on court order and further
small claims court proceedings for the full amount are being initiated. No further update
available since last report.

Tenant 2 - Arrears £12,690.24 (increased by £556.97 since previous report)

Attachment of Earnings has not been received by the employer for some time due to a change in
company hands, the Coroner has now advised it is being received again and payment to PSMC is
awaited. Tenant is behind on rental payment due to account fraud, confirmation of this from the bank
has been requested prior to any further action being taken.

Tenant 3 — Arrears £863.34 (previous tenant)
This amount was previously removed from the report at the request of the Board. Small Claims

procedures are being initiated.

Tenant 4 — Arrears £581.77 (previous tenant)
Historic arrears from a previous tenant — situation being monitored.

Controlled Debt

The following tenants have controlled debt but due to the amounts, are being brought to the Boards
attention:

Tenant 5 — Arrears £1,100.18 (decreased by £166.80 since previous report)
Tenant is adhering to payment plan.

Tenant 6 — Arrears £686.90 (increased by £32.01 since previous report)
Tenant is adhering to payment plan, increase is due to timing of report.

Tenant 7 — Arrears £ 641.73 (decreased by £190 since previous report)
Tenant is adhering to payment plan.

Tenant 8 — Arrears £ 656.64 (increased by £34.86 since previous report)
Arears decreasing slowly, contact awaited from the tenant.

Tenant 9 - Arrears £ 1,119.98 (decreased by £81.05 since previous report)
Tenant has agreed with the DHSS to pay an extra £15 per week to assist in clearing arrears.

Tenant 10 - Arrears £1,155 (decreased by £500 since last report)
Tenant has agreed to pay an extra £500 per month to clear arrears.

During the period there were nine rent calls of £131.05 but only eight payments of £140. The issue
is one of timing and when the next rent payment comes in, the arrears will be reduced by £80.55 in
the period.

Tenant 12 - Arrears £1,074.45 (New addition to the report)
A bulk payment is awaited from the DHSS.

Tenant 13 - Arrears £613.24 (New addition to the report)

The tenant had accumulated arrears prior to the Authority’s financial year end of £207.00 which
reduced month on month to £98.32 at 04/07/22. Since this date only one rent payment has been
received and six rent calls have been made. A letter has been sent to the tenant to start the process
of reducing the arrears.

3 tenants from the previous report have cleared their arrears and been removed from the
report.

Despite the Covid 19 pandemic now being in the endemic phase there is no doubt that the economy
is still struggling in the wake of the virus as well as other economic factors. This much has been
discussed extensively at the Local Authority Housing Managers meetings and widely within the
Department. Colleagues across the sector, and within the wider Department, are reporting significant
increases to the costs of maintenance resources, and in some cases complete unavailability of certain
essential materials.

In addition to the rising costs of service provision there are still significant rent arrears from the
effects of the pandemic which in many cases are aggravating the financial pressures tenants are
under as heating, petrol and childcare costs amongst others continue to rise with inflation.

In line with our usual procedures, and with these difficult circumstances in mind, the Division is
seeking to gather your formal views on any change to the rental levy and allowances for the next
financial year.

Please be aware that any proposal will have a direct influence on affordability, but also the income
received from tenants and the contribution that makes will support the cost of administering and
maintaining properties day to day and any capital investment needs.

For ease of reference we provide the following historical information:

Rent increases over previous 5 years:

April 2018 3.1% (with 1.1%, ring-fenced to assist with maintenance)

April 2019 2.1%

April 2020 1.9%

April 2021 1.0% (no uplift to allowances, instead, the total sum of the increased

Please share with your boards for discussion. I propose to call a public meeting at a time/ date/ venue to be arranged to discuss the current lack of quality, free outdoor recreational facilities for teenagers in the Deep South.

For all of the hiding behind local authority boundaries and budgets you are all failing collectively failing our teens, decade after decade, generation after generation.

Port St Mary has no land, Rushen has land and no money and Port Erin heisted the Ballakilley rates yet have only resurfaced one tennis court and erected one set of goals and baskets at the Breagle.

This is simply unacceptable and with young people finally being a protected group under the quality act I demand that all three boards come together in a jointly funded, pro active manner to finally provide somewhere decent for your young people to safely be young people.

The young people of Port Erin were promised a bmx track at Ballakilley a decade ago and the young people of Port St Mary asked for a skatepark in the last few years.

With non mandated boards you provide no accountability to the young people and give them no platform or voice. I also request to see your current strategies etc provision of such facilities and any advice that has been received from expert groups such as Play England etc.

I propose that Rushen primary school is the prime site for a jointly funded facility as its equidistant for all young people. I have previously met with the executive of the Department of Education who agreed with local authority funding a facility on central government land and your boards members at the time, Ian Skelly, Barbara Guy and Jane Glover as young people’s representatives were all aware of this.

Please take a pro active approach towards this. The Dept of Education conducted a young people’s wish list survey at CRHS in 2016 and this should be the starting point for giving your teenagers a voice.

| am the owner of Sydney Cottage, Athol Street, Port St Mary, which is the adjoining ter-
raced property to The Old Bakehouse, the subject of the above Planning Application. |
feel that | must object to this application on a number of counts.
Firstly, | have been advised by your Officers that, whilst this part of Athol Street is not
technically a Conservation Area , it would be treated as such for planning purposes
because of the intention to introduce this in the near future

Athol Street in the area from the Albert public house to the junction with Athol
Place, presents a unique frontage to the Harbour area, with no prospect of new
development obscuring the view of the terrace from the harbour and the East.
This is not a ‘terrace’ built as such, but constructed over the years with all the
properties having been built at various times over many years to widely differing
designs and outline in this very old part of Port St Mary. The proposed new
dormer windows appear to be very obtrusive, each one apparently more than
twice the size of the dormer of the adjoining property, which would not only ef-
fect the current unique streetline from an appearance point of view, but would
appear to be likely to seriously effect the light of the much smaller dormer win-
dow of the adjoining property. No doubt its owner will wish to make their own
views known to you should this be the case

Fairly recently, | applied for approval for the installation of double glazed window units
in Sydney Cottage. It was at this time that | was informed by your Officer that the appli-
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rules would apply to the design and type of window proposed. The need to replace all
windows in the East elevation of Sydney Cottage with a sashcord variety did mean that
extra costs would be incurred in the manufacture and installation of these units which
we accepted as a necessary price to pay to preserve the attractive overall appearance
of the ‘harbour area’ of Athol Street.

Our property has recently been repainted . Whilst preserving the general pastel colours
of the building , we took the opportunity to replace the heavy blue colour of the win-
dowsills, which we felt were too obtrusive, with a much lighter offwhite, more in keeping
with the other properties. We understand that, whilst this is not mentioned in the Appli-
cation , proposals may be in place for windowframes on the harbour facing frontage of
the Old Bakehouse to be coloured black which, if correct, would at least in my view be
a very retrograde step in such a setting.

It is rumoured in the village (and | do appreciate thar ‘rumours’ might not not be part of
the Planning Office’s remit) that the object of the alterations to the Old Bakehouse is to
convert the current single residental dwelling to holiday rental units marketed by Island
Escapes, although this may well be inaccurate as there is no mention of any proposed
change of use in the Planning Application. If, however, this is the case, it would raise
the question of car parking in Athol Street, as it appears that only one garage space is
included in the redevelopment. As the local Commissioners will be fully aware, there is
very often no available parking at all in the street overnight, and it would be expected
that the provision of holiday units, if accurate, would be expected to generate an
overnight requirement of between 2-3 cars in the stree during the holiday season.

Sydney Cottage is let on a longterm basis, and the tenants are a professional couple
from Belgium involved in architecture, who have recently renewed their tenancy for the
third time, attracted by the harbourside position of the house and the general peace of
the area. Their rental agreement specifies my obligation to allow them ongoing ‘quiet
enjoyment’ of the property, and the extent of internal and external work involved in the
proposed development would place a real threat to this. These buildings are old, and
to some extent interconnected as far as shared walls, roofs, guttering, etc are con-
cerned, and the disturbance could be extreme, made more complicated by the pres-
ence of what | believe are known as ‘flying freeholds’ . As | interpret the plans, it would
appear that the mezzanine, which seems to be an outdoor relaxation and activity area,
would be directly above part of the living accommodation of The Bakery property next
door, and the prospect of late night Barbecues, etc, in this area by holiday visitors
would possibly be of real concern to the resident owner of this old property, and | am
deeply worried about what steps would be taken during the presumably lengthy reno-
vation period to protect the interests of my own tenants during this time, and the fabric
of my property as such major changes are made to what is an old and, in places, rather
fragile building.




[image: image25.jpg]Because of the age and layout of these houses in Athol Street, there is undoubtedly the
occasional need to tackle various problems in conjunction with the owners of the
neighbouring properties - particularly such items guttering, roofing, chimneys, etc, all
of which can need access via other properties. Because of the height of the buildings ,
any access can be tremendously expensive. With this in mind, we recently had to erect
full height scaffolding for Sydney Cottage for the painting of the front of the house.
Noticing that there was vegetation sprouting from a chimney and parts of the guttering
of the Old Bakehouse, | offered free access to our scaffolding to the owners of both ad-
joining properties and their builders, by arrangement with the scaffolding company, in
the hope that this would be helpful to them. You will be aware that the owners of the
Old Bakehouse do not reside at the Property and | asked the the tenants to pass this
offer on. Unfortunately, the then tenants had no contact with the Landlord, and so |
asked the Letting Agents to make contact , but there was no response. Sometime later,
our builders were trying to trace the source of some damp which had appeared in our
party wall with the Old Bakehouse, which they concluded might be coming from this
property. | again approached the owner through their Agents to discuss this problem, as
it appeared that it might be cured reasonably easily by a small repair to the external
fabric of their building, but it proved impossible to elicit any response at all from the
owners, even though the agents assured me that my communication had been passed
on.

Further to our previous communications about elections legislation we can now confirm that The Elections (Local Authorities) Regulations 2022 were approved during Tynwald’s July sitting.  These regulations will come into effect from 01 August 2022.  
 
Prior to the 2021 House of Keys General Election, Mr Robert Jelski the Deputy Returning Officer for Ramsey, provided training in relation to the Elections (Keys) Regulations 2021 to all deputy returning officers.  Mr Jelski has now kindly agreed to also provide training to all Local Authorities on the Elections (Local Authorities) Regulations 2022. The regulations introduce, for the first time in Local Authority elections, postal voting and proxy voting therefore training will include these newly introduced voting mechanisms.
 
We are aware that there are a number of Local Authorities who have been waiting for these regulations to come into force before running a by-election. We would suggest that training should be provided to these Authorities as a priority and to all other Authorities thereafter.  I would therefore be most grateful if you could reply to this email as soon as possible, indicating if your Authority has current vacancies that you wish to fill by way of a by-election, or if you would be content to wait for the second round of training dates.
 
Once we have determined the numbers involved we will collate and circulate dates and times for delivering the aforementioned training.
 
As soon as they are finalised we will provide you with copies of  the specified forms detailed in the regulations.  However should you have any questions before training is provided or upon receipt of the forms, please do not hesitate to contact the team via elections@gov.im and we will be happy to assist.
